From the Pastor’s Desk:

A woman is walking down the street
when she hears a voice shout, "Stop!"
And she stops, and a piece of metal falls
from space just in front of her--perhaps
debris from a satellite. If she had gone
one step farther, she would have been
killed. She looks around to find the person who saved her life
and sees no one. A few days later she is about to cross a
street and she hears the same voice boom, "Stop!" And a car,
out of control, zooms by in front of her--missing her by
inches. She looks around again for the source of the strange
but life-saving voice. She sees no one, but this time she hears
a voice. "Do you know who I am?" the voice asks. "No, I
don't," she answers. "I am your guardian angel," says the
voice. "I am here to protect you from harm." Instead of
voicing her gratitude, the woman was indignant. "There's just
one thing [ want to know," she said, "Where were you when I
got married?" All of us take risks. We would never have
anything if we did not. No new relationships would be
formed. No new businesses would be started. No new homes
would be built. Helen Keller got it right when she said, "Life
is either a daring adventure or nothing." Hockey legend
Wayne Gretzky put it this way, "You miss 100% of the shots
you never take." Mark Twain waxed poetic when he wrote:
"Twenty years from now you will be more disappointed by
the things you didn't do than by the ones you did. So throw
off the bowlines. Sail away from the safe harbor. Catch the
trade winds in your sails. Explore. Dream. Discover."
Today’s Gospel describes how Peter takes a risk by stepping
into the sea to walk upon water.

In one of his books, Mark Twain recalls a visit to the Holy
Land and a stay in Capernaum. It was a moonlit night, so he
decided to take his wife on a romantic boat ride on the Sea of
Galilee. Twain asked a man in a rowboat how much he
would charge to take them out on the water. The man saw
Twain's white suit, white shoes and white hat and supposed
he was a rich Texan. So he said the cost would be twenty-
five dollars. Twain walked away as he said, "Now [ know
why Jesus walked on water."

There is the story about three clergymen: a Jewish Rabbi, a
Protestant minister and a Catholic priest. They were fishing
together. They rowed to the middle of a small lake and cast
their lines. Soon they ran out of bait. The rabbi volunteered
to go for more. Calmly he stepped off the boat and walked
across the water to the shore. When he returned in the same
manner, it was discovered that the trio’s canteens were
empty. Immediately the minister collected them and, like the
rabbi, walked across the water to the shore and filled them up
and returned. Later, when the men grew hungry, they
realized they had forgotten a lunch basket, whereupon the
priest quickly rose, stepped off the boat and immediately
plunged to the bottom of the lake. When he had surfaced, he
heard the rabbi say to the minister, “I suppose we really
should have told him where the stones are.”

En lugar de
expresar su gratitud, la mujer se indigné. "Sélo quiero saber
una cosa", dijo, "Dénde estabas cuando me casé?" Todos
nosotros tomamos riesgos. Nunca tendriamos nada si no lo
hiciéramos. Ninguna relacion se formaria. No habria
nuevos negocios. No se construirian nuevas viviendas.
Helen Keller acert6 cuando dijo, "la vida es una aventura
audaz o nada." El legendario de hockey Wayne Gretzky lo
dijo de esta manera, "puedes perder 100% de los tiros que
nunca tiraste." Mark Twain poéticamente dijo cuando
escribid: "en veinte afios usted estard més decepcionado por
las cosas que no hizo que por las que hizo. Asi que deshace
las bowlines. Navega lejos del puerto seguro. Atrapa los
vientos alisios en tus velas. Explora. Suefia. Descubre." El
Evangelio de hoy describe coémo Pedro toma el riesgo de
entrar en el mar para caminar sobre agua.

Nota de nuestro pastor:

En uno de sus libros, Mark Twain recuerda una visita a
Tierra Santa y una estancia en Capernaum. Era una noche
de luna, por lo que decidi6 llevar a su esposa a un paseo en
barco roméntico en el Mar de Galilea. Twain le pregunto a
un hombre en un bote de remos cudnto cobraria para
llevarlos a un paseo en el mar. El hombre vio a Twain con
un traje blanco, zapatos blancos y sombrero blanco y
supuso que era un tejano rico. Asi que le dijo que el costo
seria de 25 dolares. Twain se alej6 de él diciendo, "ahora sé
por qué Jests camind sobre el agua'.

Hay una historia de tres clérigos: un Rabino Judio, un
Ministro Protestante y un Sacerdote Catdlico. Fueron a
pescar juntos. Remaron a la mitad de un pequefio lago y
lanzaron sus lineas. Pronto se quedaron sin carnada. El
rabino se ofreci6 a ir por mas. Tranquilamente se bajé6 de la
barca y caminé sobre el agua hacia la orilla. Cuando
regres6 de la misma manera, descubrieron que las cantinas
del trio estaban vacias. Inmediatamente el ministro las
recoge y, como el rabino, caminé sobre el agua hacia la
orilla llendndolas y regresando. Mas tarde, cuando los
hombres estaban hambrientos, se dieron cuenta de que
habian olvidado una cesta de comida, por lo cual el
sacerdote rapidamente se levant6, bajo del barco e
inmediatamente se hundi6 hasta el fondo del lago. Cuando
él habia resurgido, escuché al rabino decirle al ministro,
"supongo que realmente deberfamos haberle dicho dénde
estan las piedras."

VATICAN CORNER Thg number2_ man_at the .; :

Vatican, Cardinal Pietro
Parolin, the Secretary of State, is preparing for a trip to
Russia in late August, 2017. Parolin explained that “I go to
Russia as a collaborator to the Pope ...who wishes to
build bridges in order to increase the ability to
comprehend each other, understand each other, and
dialogue in the world.” Parolin is expected to meet with
President Vladimir Putin and leaders of the Russian
Orthodox Church during the trip. The 20th century history
of Catholic Church in Russia is a sad one. Before the
Revolution of 1917, there were about a half a million
Catholics in 150 parishes. However, during the 70 year of
Soviet control, (1917 -1987) many Catholics were
persecuted, sent to prison for their faith or killed. By the
1930s there were only two functioning Catholic churches
left. The Russian Orthodox Church suffered a similar :

tragic history, starting with 55,000 churches until only a few hundred were left. But since the dissolution of the
Soviet Union the Russian Orthodox Church has seen a resurgence in activity. In 2006 they had 27,000 parishes
and many old church buildings have been returned, but most in deteriorated condition. There have been
difficulties between the two churches in Russia, especially since 2002 when Pope John Paul Il created a Catholic
diocesan structure for Russian territory. The Russian Orthodox Church saw that action as an attempt to convert
their faithful to Roman Catholics, who they consider just an equal Christian organization, and not a central
authority. The Catholic Church, on the other hand, while acknowledging the primacy of the Russian Orthodox
Church in Russia, believes that the small Catholic minority in Russia, in continuous existence since at least the
18th century, should be served by a fully developed church hierarchy with a presence and status in Russia.
Lately Vatican relations with Russia and the Orthodox Church have improved. In 2009, the Vatican and Russia
agreed to full diplomatic relations. Then in Havana, Cuba in 2015 the leaders of the Orthodox Church and the
Pope met for the first time in 1,000 years. In order to pave the way for Parolin’s planned visit, in May 2017, the
relics of St. Nicolas, a saint profoundly loved and venerated by Orthodox Christians in Russia, were sent from
the Italy to Moscow and were visited by more than a million people, including Putin himself. There are many
issues that may be discussed between the Vatican, the Orthodox Church and Russia, including the conflict in
Syria and the Ukraine, immigration and the environment. But dialogue is what Francis wants. If Parolin’s trip
turns out to be successful, then the possibility that Pope Francis may himself visit Moscow could becoming a
reality. The Pope’s interest in Russia brings to mind the second secret reveled by our Lady of Fatima, a devotion
of which Francis is strongly attached. The three Portuguese children of Fatima were entrusted with three secrets
by the Virgin Mary. The second secret stated that another war would be coming should men continue offending
God and should Russia not convert. The Virgin Mary requested that Russia be consecrated to her Immaculate
Heart. At this point in history, does Pope Francis see Russia as fertile ground for the growth of Christianity, and
possibly the fulfillment of prophecy? Sources: cruxnow.com, MoynihanReport@gmail.com, cnn.com
